o Surfaces must be clean, dry, sound and free from dust.

APPLICATION CONDITIONS

o Substrate must be dry. The use of suitable moistura
meter is recommended.

Application temperature must be above dew point.

Do not apply if relative humidity is above 85% during
initial cure phases, or if rain is expected before cure.

Note: When applying internally er in humid conditions,
air flow should be maximised with the use of fans to
assist cure.

e Apply Rammed Earth Sealer with Crommelin®
Contractor Membrane Brush, Crommelin® Contractor
Membrane Roller or airless spray. It is important to keep
a wet working edge to avoid ridging and to maintain an

even finish.

For exterior weather treatment, prime the surface with a
1:1 Rammed Earth Sealer/water mix. Allow surface to
dry. Apply a single coat of Rammed Earth Sealer
undiluted, paying attention to areas of poor compaction.
Areas with physical voids on an exposed wall can be
patched using the existing aggregate but substituting
the water content with a 1:1 Rammed Earth Sealer
fwater mixture.

For Kitchen and Bathreom areas, apply as for exterior
weather treatment. For a washable glazed surface,
apply 2-4 coats allowing each coat to dry fully prior to
recoating. The number of coats required will depend on
the level of gloss desired.

e For general dust sealing on Interior Walls, use a 1:1
Rammed Earth Sealer/water mix for a clear flat finish. A
single coat is all that is required.

e Wash all equipment in warm water and a small amount
of detergent immedliately after use.

MAINTENANCE, RECOATING AND REPAIR

To maximise the natural life and protective characteristics

of your sealer general cleaning and maintenance should

be followed including;

e Any spills must be cleaned up immediately. Spot
cleaning should be carried out with dilute detergents.

¢ Repair damage by ensuring the area is clean and dry and
apply sealer as per recommended coverage rates.

o Do not applyif the temperature is below 7°C, below dew
point or relative humidity is above 85% or if rain is
imrminent.

o Ensure adequate ventilation and air flow to optimise
membrane curing.
